The team competes at the ACHA Division II level. The program operates as a varsity sport 

under the administration of the Schoolcraft College Athletic Department as a non-scholarship 

sport. We are looking for an energetic individual that wants to become part of an up-and-coming 

sport at this level. We are entering into only our third season of play in 2026-27 and have 

already had 2-twenty plus win seasons (22-6 in 2024-25/30-5 in 2025-26), along with winning a 

regional championship for a birth to the 2026 ACHA DII National Tournament.   

 Primary Position Responsibilities Include: 

• Assist the Head Coach with all aspects of the hockey program including but not limited to all 

daily operations, practices, games, recruiting, and minor hockey operations duties  

• Adherence to Schoolcraft College Athletic Department and college policies, procedures, 

and expectations. Develop a knowledge of the ACHA rules, by-laws, and policies including, 

but not limited to eligibility and compliance. 

• Assist with recruiting potential student-athlete candidates as needed during the calendar 

year, including attending high school, junior and midget regular season games, showcases 

and tournaments as necessary 

• Perform administrative responsibilities as needed pertaining to hockey operations. 

• Assist with program operations and events. 

• Assist with practice planning, skill development, team strategy and bench management. 

• Previous coaching and/or successful high school, junior hockey or collegiate 

playing/coaching experience is preferred. 

• Strong organizational, time management, and communication skills with players, athletic 

department, and other staff members  

• Available for morning practices 3 days a week, weekend games and team functions as 

necessary in season (September-March) 

• Must be willing to adhere/submit to a security background check and USA Hockey Safe 

Sport 

• A positive attitude and willingness to contribute to our player-centered approach and the 

growth of our program.
